Originally a family-owned berry farm business in the 1920s, Knott’s Berry Farm®

in Buena Park emerged as America’s first theme park and grew to one of the nation’s

most popular destinations for thrill-seekers.  From the GhostRider wooden roller

coaster to the park’s newest ride, Pony Express, exhilaration abounds at Knott’s.

Located in Carlsbad in San Diego County, LEGOLAND® California is built for

family fun with more than 50 rides, shows and attractions. SEA LIFE™ LEGOLAND

Aquarium, a two-story aquarium that encompasses nearly 36,000 square feet opened

late 2008. Set as a separate attraction, SEA LIFE provides educational and interactive

play zones, fun facts and quiz trails designed to be a child’s guide to the life of the sea.

Adventure Park San Diego educates and entertains visitors of all ages.  The world-
