The 1,100-acre, campus-like Anaheim Resort™ district, which completed a $5.5
billion transformation in 2000, encompasses the Anaheim Convention Center, as well as
the Disneylande Resort. The Anaheim Resort is a lush, urban resort with a classic
Southern California feel and features palm tree-lined boulevards, pedestrian walkways
and a convenient visitor transportation system. Anaheim Resort Transit (ART) provides
convenient, daily shuttle service and 13 interchangeable routes between hotels,
Disneylande Park, Disney’s California Adventureg Park, Downtown Disneye District, the
Anaheim Convention Center, shopping, dining and evening entertainment.

With an inventory of more than 50,000 guest rooms throughout Orange County,
hotels offer a new level of guest service and amenities, from stylish lobby bars and
signature spa treatments to comfortable, “home-away-from-home” rooms with wireless
capabilities and in-room athletic equipment.
